This is a mint condition Cessna 180 with a very high level 7-year restoration by top of the industry shop specializing in 180s and 185; every inch has been gone over and is possibly better than new!  Zero corrosion, skins are in perfect condition, paint is brand new and excellent, no hail, no damage and no dents.  This aircraft was redone with an emphasis on back country operation and is light weight.  It is essentially a new airplane that must be seen to appreciate the quality and depth of restoration.

NOTES:
The engine started life as an O-520F, it was not converted or modified to an O-520F.
In 2018 the aircraft had a take-off crosswind accident; low speed event with no prop strike, no ground loop, no gear collapse, no nose over; the right door frame was damaged, belly damage and horizontal stabilizer damage.  No gear box damage but out of caution it was removed, inspected, rebuilt and beefed up with the P-Ponk gearbox kit. 
Right elevator has two small patches on top side, see photos.
